SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: In the
1997 annual management measures for
ocean salmon fisheries (62 FR 24355,
May 5, 1997), inseason management
guidance was provided to NMFS such
that the Pacific Fishery Management
Council (Council) would consider at the
March 1998 meeting a recommendation
to open commercial and recreational
seasons for all salmon except coho on
April 15 in areas off Oregon. Due to the
timing of the March and April Council
meetings in which the major 98 salmon
seasons are developed, such action
would be necessary to implement the
opening of these seasons prior to May 1,
1998.

At its March 10 to 13, 1998, meeting,
the Council recommended the April 15
opening of commercial seasons in the
area from Cape Falcon, OR, to the
Oregon-California border, and a
recreational season in the area from
Cape Falcon to Humbug Mountain, OR.
