(3) Pursuant to Section 2 of the
aforementioned Act of July 26, 1956, the
National Forest lands transferred to the
Secretary of the Army by this order are
hereafter subject only to the laws applicable
to the Department of the Army lands
comprising the Table Rock Lake Project,
Missouri. The Department of Army lands
transferred to the Secretary of Agriculture by
this order are hereafter subject only to the
laws applicable to lands acquired under the
Act of March 1, 1911 (36 Stat. 961), as
amended.
