Indian Tribe of the Uintah & Ouray
Reservation, Utah; and Ute Mountain
Tribe of the Ute Mountain Reservation,
Colorado, New Mexico & Utah.

¢ An Executive Order signed on
January 5, 1882, recognizes the “Uta
(Uncompahgre)” for Uintah County, UT.
The present-day tribes are identified as
the Southern Ute Indian Tribe of the
Southern Ute Reservation, Colorado; Ute
Indian Tribe of the Uintah & Ouray
Reservation, Utah; and Ute Mountain
Tribe of the Ute Mountain Reservation,
Colorado, New Mexico & Utah.

e Neither the Arapahoe Tribe of the
Wind River Indian Reservation,
Wyoming, nor the Pueblo of Zia, New
Mexico, are recognized as aboriginal to
the area from which the human remains
and associated funerary objects were
removed.
